God’s Promise - Psalm 132:1-14, 17-18 			6-29-25 

I. God’s Dwelling Place - Psalm 132:1-10 
	1. Remember David (verse 1) 
		-was known for his sincere faith 
		-hardships with Saul, then hardships as king 
Rea		-remember his “self-denial” - sounds like a New Testament truth in psalms 
	2. Swore an oath (verse 2) 
		-a vow 
		-to build the temple for the Lord 
		-it was his way to “honor” God 
Rea		-in 2025 we might say to “glorify” God... bring Him glory 
Rea	3. Verses 3-4 are his vow... 
		-I find this similar to the Nazarite vow that Samson took, to not cut his hair nor
	    partake of the fruit of the vine 
	4. His aim was to provide a “dwelling” for the Lord (verse 5) 
		-he would not rest until it was done 
		-the tabernacle had served as a resting place for the Ark of God 
Rea		-we remember that God used Solomon to actually build the Temple vs the tabernacle - but that does not take anything away from the heart of David to do this 
	5. Verses 6-7 David remembers how they got to the place they are at this moment... the
	    longing of God’s people for a permanent Temple 
		-also verse 7 calls upon God Himself to come to His “resting place” 
Rea		-remember that the Holy Spirit “rested” on special leaders in the Old Testament and Jesus in the New Testament 
	6. He calls on God to arise and come to His dwelling place (verse 8) 
		-not that God is asleep
Rea		-it is a prayer asking God to do something - we always do this when we pray
Rea	6. May your priest be honored - as well (verse 9) 
		-honored with righteousness - beautified with holiness 
	7. Do not reject your anointed one (verse 10) 
Rea		-we know that David was God’s anointed one at one time... but the future holds
	    another - Jesus
Rea		-so, not to spiritualize this but the people of God (His church) are today’s “dwelling place” 
Rea	Ideas and Questions: 
	1. Do you ever make such vows? - is that good or not?
	2. Do you ever get into a mood to “do something” for God? - is that you or God’s spirit in
	    you?
	3. Fasts are removing from food (for a while) to give yourself to God... this is very 
	   similar

II. God’s Commitment - Psalm 132:11-14 
	1. God swore to David (verse 11) 
		-one of your descendants will sit on your throne 
		-David’s oath (verses 1-10) God responds to with an oath of His own (verse 11) 
	2. The conditions of God’s oath are interesting (verse 12) - if your sons keep my 
	   covenant and statutes 
		-faithful to the covenant - Old Testament 
		-their sons will sit on the throne for ever 
Rea		-how can “forever” happen without Jesus? 
	3. God has chosen Zion for His dwelling place (verse 13) 
Rea 		-over all the “other” dwelling places He has chosen this one 
	4. God calls it His “resting place” (verse 14) 
		-again (as in verse 12) it will be forever 
Rea		-note that God “desired” this 
Rea	Ideas and Questions: 
	1. Meditate on the idea that the Holy Spirit comes into our hearts... an honor that we are
	    not worthy to receive 
	2. Pentecost teaches that Holy Spirit came on all, not just the leadership 
	3. The Spirit of God in the soul of man

III. The Coming Messiah - Psalm 132:17-18 
	1. A horn will grow (verse 17) 
		-horns represent strength 
		-this verse looks ahead to the Messiah (Luke 1:69) 
Rea		-note that in the book of Revelation there are many “horns” 
	2. Also God will set up a lamp  
		-the Messiah will be a lamp 
Rea		-that may not sound like a big thing... unless you’ve been in darkness! - lamps and leadership go together 
	3. My anointed one 
Rea		-anointing involves choosing them 
		-“anointed” is “messiah” - the anointed one 
		-Peter told us that Jesus is God’s anointed one (Acts 10:38) 
Rea	4. So three images: 
		-a horn
		-a lamp
		-anointed 
	5. His enemies will be clothed with shame (verse 18) 
		-be humiliated 
Rea		-so God is on the “side” of the anointed one 
Rea		-does God take sides? 
		-He will be given a radiant crown 
Rea	Ideas and Questions: 
	1. So way back in the Old Testament Psalms you have a prediction of the Messiah to
	    come
	2. A new temple requires a new priest, and king and anointed one 
	3. So, David is a type/figure ... a parable of the Messiah to come?
	4. So, Jesus is God’s ultimate “dwelling place” - a person, and not a place 
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
