	1. Like - Bread/ Manna 
		-everyday needs 
		-food, yes 
		-gas in the car
		-money to pay the bills
		-little pains, cares 
	2. What did God want them to learn? 
		-to trust Him
		-that He truly did care 
		-that He’s engaged in their lives 
	3. “Daily” - a habit, a lifestyle 
		-a lifestyle 
		?? - mean “daily” prayer or just “daily” needs?

		VBS - needs vs wants - bicycle? 
	4. We teach our kids they need all this stuff 
		-two cars or one? 
		-three TVs or just one? 
		-cell phone or latest cell phone 
	5. Contentment is taught 
		-having food and raiment let us be content 
		-if not content with what you have, then will not be with more 
		-contentment in the heart 
	6. But all that being said - 
		-its okay to ask 
		-its even taught here 
		“Asking” is taught also
