		-at the very worst time 
		-kids are down 
		-does what’s required 
	3. Jk - Dad will you bring me a drink of water...
		-when you come in here to spank me, will you bring me a drink... 

II. Prayer as Pestering? 
	1. Have you ever been pestered? 
		-my friend called at 2:30 - did someone die? Someone close? - second coming...
	    place of the Jews 
	2. Whatever happened to “thy will be done?” 
		-so we don’t pray 
		-does God care about my small needs? 
	3. Is it okay to pester God? 
		-yes it is - random - yes, relationship 
	4. Prayer that “pleads” 
		A. Charles H Spurgeon - keeps at it 
			-“pray through” - used to say 
			-hands on the horns of the altar - scripture 
			-will not turn loose 
	5. How different are our prayers 
	6. How earnest is a prayer that is only uttered once? 
		-my Pentecostal friend - pray only three times... 
		-Jesus prayed three times in the garden 
		-here ask, seek, and knock - keep on

		-remember - this is the model prayer

		-Elijah -prayed - James 5:17 
		-Jacob prayed/ wrestled with God all night 
		-Daniel prayed - three times a day 
		-Jesus prayed
			-all night before choosing disciples
			-regularly in the morning 
			-40 days in the wilderness 
			-about God’s will 
			-John 17 prayer 
			-in Gethsemane - in agony with blood alone 
		-how long with a child ask his dad?
