God’s Deliverance - Ps 18:16-29 					7-13-25 

I. The God Who Rescues - Ps. 18:16-19 
	1. “Delighted” in me (verse 16) 
		-reaches down 
		-saved from “deep waters” 
Rea		-the analogy is about to “drown” - I’ve been there and it is NOT pleasant 
Rea		-Jesus “saved” Peter as he was going under in the New Testament 
	2. He rescued me (verse 17) 
		-foes were too strong 
Rea 		-do you have “foes?” - discuss - who do you think was David’s foe? - to whom is he referring? 
	3. My support (verse 18) 
		-just in the midst of “disaster” God had been his support 
Rea		-this might be a good time to tell when God “rescued” you 
Rea		-also discuss “support” - who is your support and how do you know they are your support? - then who do YOU support? 
	4. Brought into a spacious place (verse 19) 
Rea		“Spacious” implies that he was “closed in” 
	5. God loved David - He took pleasure in David 
Rea	Ideas and Questions: 
	1. Discuss why the Lord saves us 
	2. Once you’ve been “saved” you talk about it the rest of your life 
	3. God was there 
		-God took action to save
		-God took you to a better place 

II. Faithfulness Rewarded - Ps 18:20-24) 
	1. Rewarded me (verse 20) 
Rea		-this verse shows that God does not miss your “righteousness” -and rewards 
	2. David had a clean heart but also clean hands 
Rea 		-meaning he “did” the right things as well has had a sweet spirit/ soul 
	3. I have kept the ways of the Lord (verse 21) 
Rea		-this does not mean that David was perfect - but his lifestyle was correct
Rea		-he did not turn away from God 
	4. I have not turned from his decrees (laws) (verse 22) 
Rea 		-lived by the Lord’s principles - “walked” that way 
	5. Blameless (verse 23) 
		-no one could find fault in him 
		-he avoided sin 
	6. The Lord has rewarded me (verse 24) 
Rea		-God is “fair” even though often it feels like life is not fair 
		-David committed adultery but he repented and sought God’s forgiveness
Rea		-and... he suffered for his sin for the rest of his life 
Rea	Ideas and Questions: 
	1. Do you really, really believe that God will reward you?
	2. God does not always give us more monies, He often gives us something better - good
	    health, a good family, etc
	3. As king David’s life was watched constantly - so is yours - we need to live “blameless”
	    - in 1 Tim 3:1ff - both pastors and deacons are told to be “blameless” 

III. Hope Given - Ps 18:25-29 
	1. God is always faithful (verse 25) 
		-He watches and rewards with His own faithfulness, and being blameless 
	2. “Blameless” - a person of integrity 
Rea		-someone you can depend on to always to “the right thing” 
	3. Pure and devious (verse 26) 
		-God Himself has integrity - pure to the pure 
		-devious (shrewd) to the devious 
Rea		-we might call a devious person “conniving” 
		-God will hold people accountable for the way they live their lives 
	4. You save the humble (verse 27) 
Rea		-check out 1 Peter 5:5 - the proud He brings down, and the humble He lifts up - God resists the proud 
Rea		-what is the secret to being and remaining humble? 
	5. Keep my lamp burning” (verse 28) 
		-God turns darkness into light 
Rea		-note “my” darkness - David had obviously known times of darkness 
Rea		-discuss “dark” times in your own life 
	6. With God’s help (verse 29) 
Rea		-I can do all things... 
Rea		-note, that David still has to “advance” but God will be with him
Rea		-note, that David still has to scale a wall but God will help him 
Rea	Ideas and Questions: 
	1. The simple confidence that God will be there and help will get us through life 
	2. Note all the words in this passage that show David’s “faith” in God 
	3. You might discuss times when you thought that God was NOT fair 
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
