I. The Covenant - 5:1-33 
	The second message from Moses about the law given at Sinai.  Israel was not a passive player in the “covenant” (verses 2-3).  This is not some arbitrary command, these are His chosen people.  They have been called into relationship with the Almighty.  
	“I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing.”  

	1. What does it mean to be in Covenant with God? (5:1-3) 
    This is not a treaty between two warring nations.  It is different from God’s covenant      with Abraham, this covenant has stipulations.  
	2. The requirements.  
		The possibility of disobedience exists. *Obedience can only happen when the
	    possibility of disobedience exists.  From God’s side (of this covenant) He would never
	    break His word, but Israel could (and did) break covenant.  She was to demonstrate her
	    faithfulness by keeping the Ten Commands.  
		A. There is a new emphasis on the Sabbath 
		B. There is a new idea of property 
		C. A code of conduct 
	3. The concern of this covenant (5:22-33) 
		A. The people give their pledge 
		B. The concern is given... these people had given their word before... 

II. Their Laws to Live By - 6:1-15
	Large areas of teaching are summarized in a few words 
		*Jesus said... “on these two commands hang all the law and the prophets” - Mt.
	 22:37-40 
	1. “The Lord our God is one Lord” (6:4) - hang onto the doctrine of this one God 
	2. One God means “no man cometh unto the Father but by me” - John 14:6 
	3. Christians are prone to “accommodate to their environment” - with Islam, with
	    Buddhism and even Mormonism 
	4. The motive - reciprocating love 
		A. Such love obeys - John 14:15 
		B. Such love is undivided - the total person 
		C. Reverent love - fear and love the Lord 
	6. Daily Obedience (6:6-15) 
		A. Heartfelt faith - “learn these words by heart” (6) 
		B. Personal faith 
		C. Pass it on to your children  
		D. A solid and rock hard faith (verses 10-15) - don’t forget the Lord  

III. A Faith to Pass On (6:16-25; 11:18-32) 
	1. From generation to generation 
	2. Set an example (6:6-9; 11:18-21) - the responsibility was laid upon the parents 
	3. Events like the Passover were used to “pass it on” 
	4. Use “signs and wonders” (6:21-25) to instruct 
	5. The people were to remind and remember and celebrate the covenant - AFTER they
	    settled in Canaan (verse 29) 

So... 
	1. Each must decide for himself - a personal faith 
	2. Give attention to passing it on - the passing of the relationship with God would not
	    automatically move from generation to generation 
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
