	3. A cotton candy faith?
		-just for Sundays 
		-when things are well 
		-being a “good” believer 
	4. Satan is real - he is a real adversary 
		Follow Jesus OR follow him

		-all at the same time

	1. Asking to be guided 
		-know His will - He does have a will 
		-a Good Shepherd 
			-who leads to still waters
			-who leads to green grass 
	2. He has consented to lead us - against our will? 
		-God told ‘em watch out 
		-Jesus “Satan has desired to have you - to sift you” 
	3. Does God lead us into trials? 
		“Trial” and “Temptation” often the same word in Greek 
		Same question - does God lead us into temptation? 
	4. Yes:
		-Job - God asked Satan
		-Abraham - Gen 22 - God did tempt Abraham - God “tested” Abraham 
		-Jesus - Mt. 4 - “led by the Spirit into the desert to be tempted” - NIV 
		-Peter - Satan has desired to have you that he may sift you as wheat - but I have
		 prayed for you 
	5. Why would God lead us into trials?
		-become stronger - we change
		-use in the eternal warfare 
		-a test for leadership - are you ready? 
		-a light in the darkness - a candle belongs in the dark - this is why God created
		 you

		B. Prayed three times - lion-filled dungeon (Dan. 6) 
		C. Bow down - fiery furnace - he requested Shadrack, Meshack, Abednego (Dan.
		    3) 
	3. Paul into the jails
		-wrote letters 
		-appeared before leaders (Roman) 
		But God allowed it 
		BTW - allow him to be beheaded 
	4. Joseph would up in Egypt 
		-in a dungeon - raised out... twice 
		-where was God? - He was working out His eternal will 
	5. What about Jesus - At the cross 
		-beaten
		-spat on
		-made fun of 
		-nailed 
		-crowned 
		-in three days... God delivered Him from Death
