1. Truth - wonder about it
-example - something happens bad - | wonder if He loves me
-example - Baptist preacher - I’ve been drinking my whole life... nothing bad has
ever happened to me
2. Example - Adam and Eve - you won’t die... God is keeping something from you
3. Before sin - truth - after sin - live under lies

I11. Distort (the truth)
1. Tell a half truth
-tell just a bit - not all the truth
-jump to a conclusion
2. “See” in a field - parable - Mt. 13:25 - the enemy (devil) sows other seed
3. Mormons/ Universalists
-distorted truth
Mormons - “Christians” view is the opposite
-He became god - born a man - better and better till God
-seed the planets with children
Universalist
-Jesus died for all therefore all will be saved
